Sample Image Elicitation Guide
1. Select, identify or prepare a batch of images.

2. Lay images out for group to see – try to have a ratio of 3 images to person

3. Predetermine you research purpose and questions – try these out on a friend to see if they “work” – determine how much time people will need to select and then talk through their image or images - you don’t want to be rushed but nor should it drag!

4. Create or locate a recording device

5. [bookmark: _GoBack]In our case we used this activity as - Taking the pulse of the room.
Instructions were: we are going to do an image elicitation – you have a minute or so to look through the images laid out and choose one that represents how you ‘feel’ about alternative approaches to qualitative inquiry. Once you have selected your image – please find a seat at a table and with 3-5 people discuss why you have selected your image with others there. There is a sheet on each table with instructions to record key ideas.
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
